Sewing machines for the series are the Bernina Virtuosa 153 Quilters Edition,Artista 200E with 275 Embroidery Module, and
Bernina Aurora 440 QE. For patchwork, we use the #37 patchwork presser foot or the new #57 foot.We use basic sewing 
supplies such as fabric, rotary cutters, scissors, and rulers, plus specific items listed below.We wear a Klutz cut-resistant safety glove
when we rotary cut, press with a Maytag Cordless Iron, and measure with Omnigrid and Omnigrip rulers, and use Omnigrid
scissors.We use many fabrics from Moda. Patterns and instructions for quilts featured are in Love of Quilting magazine.
